· What was your favorite part of this Bible story?

Synagogue; fellowship after; miracle after miracle; sharing and support; believers’ kindness is contagious.
Week 15—God’s Word Spreads All Over the World: The Story of Stephen’s Persecution
· What was your favorite part of this Bible story?

Continued growth; Pharisees unhappy; seven new leaders; arguments with Stephen; Stephen persists in preaching; stoned to death; OR persecution begins.
