· What was your favorite part of this Bible story?


Goliath shouts; David; King Saul sends for David; David at the stream; David fights Goliath; OR victory.
Week 14— God Gives His Wisdom: The Story of Solomon, the King
· What was your favorite part of this Bible story?


King David; King Solomon; Solomon’s dream; Solomon asks for wisdom and understanding; OR God’s blessings.
Week 15— A Righteous Boy Leads the People: The Story of Josiah, the King
· What was your favorite part of this Bible story?


Evil kings; King Josiah; Josiah grows up; cleaning and repairing God’s temple; scroll read; prayer and reading God’s Word; all false idols destroyed; OR Passover.
