Week 13—The Dreamer’s Special Gift: The Story of Joseph —The Little Boy
· What was your favorite part of this Bible story?


Jacob fled to Haran; Jacob and Joseph’s special relationship; the brothers’ jealousy; first dream; OR second dream.
Week 14—Sold into Slavery: The Story of Joseph in Egypt
· What was your favorite part of this Bible story?


Joseph checks on the sheep; the brothers’ plan; Joseph’s downfall; Joseph sold into slavery; OR Joseph meets Potiphar. 
Week 15—Time for Forgiveness: The Story of Joseph and His Brothers
· What was your favorite part of this Bible story?


Joseph is Potiphar’s slave; Pharaoh’s dreams; Joseph interprets the dreams; Joseph in charge of the palace; trouble in Canaan; the brothers bow down; OR Joseph forgives his brothers.


NOTE:
· There will be stickers, scissors and markers in your classroom to decorate the globe.  Have your students cut it out and keep it somewhere where they can be reminded to pray for people and places all around the world.
Activity:  Kerplunk!

*Kerplunk game and questions 

Break your students up into two teams and explain the rules. Switching back and forth, each team will have five questions to answer. If a team gets the question correct, they get to pull out one stick from the Kerplunk game. The game will continue until all marbles are gone.
